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Chapter 2- Response 2


I really enjoyed reading about the five different types of reading that students can do.  Each has distinct advantages and disadvantages, so it is important that teachers utilize each type so that students can practice and benefit from reading in a variety of ways.  Particularly buddy reading is beneficial because peer interaction and help is very valuable, and it allows time for the teacher to go around and help struggling students.


I also liked how the writing section explained how writing is a process.  Even today I am tempted to just jump into writing and be done with it.  But we need to teach children to go through the process of writing from beginning (prewriting) to end (publishing).  It makes the experience so much more rewarding and successful, and students can really learn and develop through the process in a way they couldn’t if they were just pushed into a paper without thought.

I also found it interesting how reading and writing are so similar.  While the two appear to be such different functions they share the same methods and ideas.  Teaching students about these similarities allows them to see them as processes when particularly reading is often not seen as a process.  Then students can start to see how writing is used in reading, and implement that into their own writing and vice versa.  A deeper understanding of reading and writing will allow students to have a greater appreciation for the subjects, and will develop their ways of thinking.
