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1. Two HTML files viz. hw6.htm and search.htm, one perl file page1.pl and 2 sample XML files stateinfo ia.xml and stateinfo al.xml have been submitted along with the readme file.
2. The XML files submitted contain the sample data for the states Iowa and Alabama which is generated using Perl script. 

3. Now the user enters the name of the state for which he wants to view the data. This data is entered in hw6.htm.
4. The value entered is taken by the perl script (page1.pl) and validated with the xsd file provided. If the value does not match, a string is returned saying that it is not a valid state. 

5. If the state is valid, the perl script creates 2 XML files. The first xml file will just have the name of the state corresponding to the 2 digit code entered by the user. This will be required to populate the drop down list.

6. In the second xml file, all the details about the state will be scraped from the T-Mobile site. Double scraping is done i.e. two LWP modules are used. The first one is to get information about the airports, fedex, etc. and the second is to go to another link from that page and get details about the address, phone no. This is how the xml file will be populated.

7. If a particular property does not contain a phone no., it is put as N/A in the XML file and thus an N/A will be displayed when the user chooses to view that property.

8. Once this is done, the user has the option of either viewing the xml file in the browser or searching for particular information from the xml file created.

9. If the user decides to search, four dropdown lists will be displayed out of which only the first one is enabled and the rest are disabled. They will keep getting enabled one by one when the user selects the attributes from the previous dropdown menu. 
10. Finally when all the dropdowns are selected, a new window will open displaying the name, address and phone no. information of that property.
