Activity:

learn a new song using B, G, E, and D on soprano recorder that 



uses a refrain and slur; also, to accompany it with AX, AM, and 



BX

Time Length:

5 minutes each person... 20 minutes total

Aims:


~ to learn a song from a different culture and relate it to a 



well-known game

Environment:
BX, AX, and AM should be laid out in the classroom with only G 



and an upper and lower D on the instrument.  The class can sit in 


chairs or on the ground.

Materials:

- soprano recorders




- Visual 1




- BX, AX, and AM with mallets

Procedure:

1) Give some background for the song and relate it to local 



versions of “hide and seek.”
(“ready or not, here I come!”)




2) Teach the V2 refrain answer and then sing the song for the 



class.  (“I sing..., you sing...”; me & Susan ex.)... 





*must listen 4 “All Hid?” after I sing the verse.



Use BX accompaniment(teaching group).  




Students sing the responses.  




Ask them how many pitches they on the second “no” of each 



response... Tell them they slurred the notes together.





(“Notice how you sang 2 two notes on 1 word= slur”)a

3)  Warm up SRs with long tones by tapping 2 and 3-tone patterns from the pitch stack



4)  Show Visual 1.  Have students identify pitch names.



5)  Point to the slur and demonstrate the articulation: “duh-uh(d).”  


Have students try it.  Make sure students maintain a steady air flow.



6)  Students play the question; you play the answer.  Switch.



7)  Divide class into 3 groups: 
a) SR refrain question








b) SR refrain answer








c) vocalists to sing the son



perform the song.  Accompany on BX.  Change groups and repeat.



8)  Teach the accompaniment and perform the song.  

Assessment:

Students can be assessed on recorder and on instruments when in their groups- whether or not they can play the refrain question and answer or accompaniment part when it’s their turn.
