Point System

[This point system shall be effective from November 19, 2003 through 

March 31, 2004 and shall only apply to events during this period.]

A.1 Attendance to Meetings
Concerning Chapter Representatives

The following points will be distributed and/or taken away from each member organization under the following circumstances:

1.) If the representative was present and arrived on time, that organization earns 1 point.

2.) If the representative was present but arrived late, that organization receives 0 points.

3.) If the representative was not present but gave an excuse to the Sergeant at Arms and President within 24 hours of the scheduled meeting, that organization loses 1 point.

4.) If the representative was not present and did not give an excuse to the Sergeant at Arms and President within 24 hours of the scheduled meeting, that organization loses 2 points.

5.) If an organization brings more than one representative to the meeting, and that person (or persons) all arrived on time, then that organization earns 1 point per person, for up to a maximum of 5 extra points total per meeting. However, no points are earned for every extra representative that arrives late to the meeting.
A.2 Other Circumstances:

1.) If there is a scheduled meeting, and quorum is not met, then the organizations who did not show up--whether they gave no 24 hour prior notice of absence or not-- will lose 5 points.

2.) If there is a scheduled meeting, and quorum is not met, then the organizations who were present will earn 5 points regardless if they were late or not.  No extra points can be earned if more than one representative was present.

B.1 Chapter Responsibilities:
1.) If an organization does not submit their :

roster, 

newsletter report, 

dues, 


or any other forms or monetary amounts decided upon and voted as mandatory,

by the deadline, then they lose 2 points for all that apply.  If they submit the documentation late, then they lose 3 points.  They lose 4 points if the organization never submits the required documentation.

C.1 Attendance at Mandatory MGC Events:
For all events specified by MGC as events in which participation from all MGC member organizations is mandatory, the following guidelines apply to earn/lose points:
A. Summer Semester

Summer Orientations Sessions

Each Supporting Organization must send a minimum of three members to three separate session dates (Arrangements may be made with Supporting Organizations whose membership falls on or below six active members).  

If an organization signs up three of its members to table for three separate dates, and: 

…all three members arrive on time, then that person’s organization earns 3 points (if one of them is late then that person’s organization earns 2 points, if two of them are late that person’s organization earns 1 point, if all three are late then that person’s organization will not earn any points). 

…only two members showed up and are on time, then that person’s organization will not earn any points (if one of them is late then 1 point will be deducted, if both are late then 2 points will be deducted)

…only one member showed up and is on time, then that person’s organization will lose 1 point (if that one person is late then their organization will lose 2 points)

…none of them show up, then that person’s organization loses 5 points.

If an organization sends more than three people to table, then that organization will earn an extra point for every other person that they have arrive on time, for a maximum of 5 extra points. 

B. Fall Semester 

Fall Retreat

If an organization sends two members to the retreat, then that organization earns two points. 

If an organization sends one person to the retreat, then they earn one point. 

If an organization does not send any members to the retreat, then they lose 2 points. 

Fall Rush Week

For every event that falls under this category, an organization will earn 1 point for every 20% of their membership that attends the event, and arrives on time. If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 20% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every member over the minimum they bring. A maximum of 5 extra points can be earned.

Homecoming

An amount of people at least 20% of the total membership of each organization must attend this event for at least one hour. If an organization has that number of people attend for that amount of time, then they earn 2 points.  If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 20% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every extra member over the minimum they bring. A maximum of 5 extra points can be earned. Failure to meet the minimum amount of people required to attend or failure to stay the minimum required amount of time or both will result in a deduction of two points for the chapter.  All organizations are also in charge of cleanup; failure to do so will result in a deduction of 1 point (if your chapter did not meet the minimum standards and failed to help clean up, then a total of 3 points will be deducted).

Fundraisers that Require Participation

Every member organization must have at least two members participate in the fundraiser.  If both are on time, then that organization earns 2 points.  If one is on time and the other late they earn 1 point.  If they both were late, then that organization does not earn any points.  If only one member arrives on time then that organization will lose 1 point. If only one member shows up and is late than that organization shall lose 2 points. If no members were present, then that organization loses 4 points.

If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 10% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every extra members over the minimum they bring. There shall be a maximum number of 5 extra points.
Mid-Year Orientations Sessions

Each Supporting Organization must send a minimum of 2 members to at least one date (Arrangements may be made with Supporting Organizations whose membership falls on or below six active members).

If an organization signs up 2 members to table for at least one date and:

…both members arrive on time, then that person’s organization earns 2 points (if one of them is late then that organization earns only 1 point, if both are late then that person’s organization does not earn any points).

…only one member arrives on time, then that person’s organization will not earn any points (if that person is late then that person’s organization loses 1 point).

…none of them show up, then that person’s organization loses 3 points.

If an organization sends more than 2 people to table, then that organization will earn an extra point for every other person that they have arrive on time, for a maximum of 5 extra points.
C.  Spring Semester 

Spring Retreat

If an organization sends two members to the retreat, then that organization earns two points. 

If an organization sends one person to the retreat, then they earn one point. 

If an organization does not send any members to the retreat, then they lose 2 points. 

Spring Rush Week

For every event that falls under this category, an organization will earn 1 point for every 20% of their membership that attends the event, and arrives on time. If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 20% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every member over the minimum they bring. A maximum of 5 extra points can be earned.

Cultural Event

1.) For every event that falls under this category or any sitting used for the purpose of planning, practicing, and/or implementing the event (not including committee meetings) at least 2 members of each organization must attend each (if there is practice for a performance, each practice would fall under this category). If both arrived on time, then that organization earns 2 points. If both persons arrived late, then that organization does not earn any points. If one person arrived late and one arrived on time, then that organization earns 1 point.

2.) If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 20% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every extra member over the minimum they bring. A maximum of 5 extra points can be earned.

3.) If an organization does not send any representatives to an event, then they lose 5 points.
Fundraisers that Require Participation

Every member organization must have at least two members participate in the fundraiser.  If both are on time, then that organization earns 2 points.  If one is on time and the other late they earn 1 point.  If they both were late, then that organization does not earn any points.  If only one member arrives on time then that organization will lose 1 point. If only one member shows up and is late than that organization shall lose 2 points. If no members were present, then that organization loses 4 points.

If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 10% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every extra members over the minimum they bring. There shall be a maximum number of 5 extra points.

Philanthropy

1.) At least 2 members of each organization must attend this event. If both arrived on time, then that organization earns 2 points. If both persons arrived late, then that organization does not earn any points. If one person arrived late and one arrived on time, then that organization earns 1 point.

2.) If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 20% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every extra member over the minimum they bring. A maximum of 5 extra points can be earned.

3.) If an organization does not send any representatives to an event, then they lose 5 points.
Awards Banquet

1.) At least 2 members of each organization must attend this event. If both arrived on time, then that organization earns 2 points. If both persons arrived late, then that organization does not earn any points. If one person arrived late and one arrived on time, then that organization earns 1 point.

2.) If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 20% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every extra member over the minimum they bring. A maximum of 5 extra points can be earned.

3.) If an organization does not send any representatives to an event, then they lose 4 points.

For every other event not listed above, the following rules apply:
1.) At least 2 members of each organization must attend every event. If both arrived on time, then that organization earns 2 points. If both persons arrived late, then that organization does not earn any points. If one person arrived late and one arrived on time, then that organization earns 1 point.

2.) If an organization brings more than their required amount for an event, then they shall earn 1 point for every extra 20% of their membership (if they have 10 members or above); if they have less than 10 members, then that organization shall earn 1 point for every extra member over the minimum they bring. A maximum of 5 extra points can be earned.

3.) If an organization does not send any representatives to an event, then they lose 5 points.

D.1 Leadership and other Involvement

Committee Involvement:

Points will be distributed among those who sign themselves up in committees. The guidelines are as follows:

1.) If you sign up for a committee, then you earn 1 point.

2.) If you are the chair for a committee, then you earn 4 points.

3.) If you sign up as a member of a committee, and do not participate in the committee, as decided by the Executive Board and committee chair, then that individual loses 2 points.  

4.) If an organization did not have any representative sign up for a committee by the deadline, then that organization loses 2 points.

5.) If an organization has their representative sign up for a committee after the deadline, then that organization earns 0 points. 
Involvement as an Officer of MGC:

Five points will be awarded amongst chapters in which a member is elected to the office of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Sergeant at Arms or any Director for the new fiscal year for the point system applicable to that year (these points wouldn’t count for this year, only the next). For appointed positions such as when a vacancy is filled or in circumstances when someone assumes a term for less than one fiscal year, the chapter will earn only 4 points.  Organizations can earn a maximum of 5 points for members who win office (multiple members elected into office will only earn a maximum of 5 points for their organization).

E.1 Minimum number of points to be earned for the remainder of the fiscal year

The minimum amount of points to be earned by each chapter for the duration of effectiveness of this point system shall be 15.  This shall only hold under the assumption that the amount of points awarded for meeting the minimum mandatory requirements for each event (not counting absences or tardiness) is at least 20. 
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
