a. Officer Reports

a. Acting President – concerns over MTV filming .
a. Some organizations in council have problem with MTV filming them
a. ’s response: MTV needs full consent from all orgs to film MGC, individual orgs likewise need consent to be filmed.  Consent forms are always distributed upon filming.  Likewise MTV cannot film on campus.
a. Certain orgs cannot approve filming on their own – need approval from their respective national boards

a. Require a formal written letter to be kept for reference by Kathy Stewart so other orgs can forward to their respective national boards.
a. For future reference, the council should be made aware of the matter as soon as it surfaces

a. Issue: A few fraternities and sororities said that MTV lowered recruitment at Davis.
a. ’s response: Most of the crew from the 1st season of “Sorority Life” were fired due to their negative portrayal of the sorority.  As it stands the portrayal of  is dictated by the sorority, they will present themselves as they want to be presented.  If they show an alternative to the stereotypical sorority then it may very well increase the recruitment rate at USC.  They wish to increase awareness and not propagate stereotypes.  Moreover, MTV has no control of the content of what  offers, aside from the houses they provide for living
