f. Philanthropy Committee:

   1.   For the MGC booths, we will be running food/game booths from 2:00-5:30 pm.  At least 2 people from each organization are expected to sign up.  They will be appointed to the booths as determined by the Philanthropy Chair.

f. Banquet Committee: 
1.   Discussion as to where we want the Banquet to be held at: Olympic Collection   Banquet Hall, Level One Restaurant and Supper Club, or Luminaria’s. 

· Olympic Collection Banquet Hall will give us a $35/person flat rate if we bring at least 57 people.  We must also pay in full before the event.
· Level One Restaurant costs $35/person (including gratuity & tax).  Then need a %25 deposit prior to the event, and we would pay in full at the event.  We would have to finish the banquet by 9:30 pm so that they can open their club.  We would, however, be able to stay and dance.

· Luminaria’s is where last year’s banquet was held.

·  has a previous engagement on that night, so only 1 or 2 people would be able to attend the banquet.  

· Question as to whether the club is only 21+.

· Having the banquet at Level One would create a time crunch if dinner were to start at 7 pm. and we would have to be done by 9:30 pm. (our philanthropy on that day ends at 5 pm.)

3. Banquet committee to meet after the meeting to divide responsibilities.
