a. Secretary

a.  Summer Orientation 
a. Sign up sheets are due to Jason or Vicente by this Friday (5/16/03).  There is a minimum sign up of 3 orientation dates per chapter.  Contact Vicente with any changes.
a. New Business
a.  Joint Rush 
a. Joint rush is scheduled to be the first week of school.  We’ll probably have 1 joint rush event (ex. party at Margarita Jones).
a. Rush chairs from each organization should start having rush meetings.  Each organization   please have your rush chair contact Vicente vgodfrey@usc.edu.
a. Discussion: Joint rush has not been beneficial to individual chapters in the past.
a. Joint rush is something that would create more of a sense of community within MGC.  It’s something that would bring the individual chapters together, and we’d be able to show rushees who we are as a Council
a. Suggestion: Individual chapters to do their own rush first, and then introduce rushees to MGC later on.  There is hesitation about introducing rushees to other organizations after having rushed them already
b. Agreement that we have to solidify MGC
b. We must earn respect from each other by being more efficient.
b. Suggestion (by IS) to have an Attendance point system.  We need to set up a minimum amount of points that each chapter is required to have.  Tardiness and absences, etc. earn negative points.  Points system to be proposed at a later date
b. Suggestion to have more events together (e.g. philanthropy).  We would have more chances to get to know one another and we’d have a better time working together
c. MGC Retreat
c. Possible dates for retreat: either Saturday to Sunday (8/16-17) or Friday to Sunday (8/15-17).  It would get chapter Presidents talking with each other, and to get to know each other.  The chapter President must attend with an optional chapter representative, along with MGC E-board.
d. Summer Fundraiser
d. Minimum of 1 person per organization to attend.

d. Suggestion: Go big or not at all.  Possible fundraisers: Staff-Pro (all day commitment), or car wash (would require more than just 1 person per org.)
d. Suggestion: Determine how much money we have in our account (as of now, about $800) and determine what money would go toward.  Budget money for next year to see what we need money for.  Talk to chapter presidents about what type of fundraiser to do.
d. Fundraiser tentatively set for the 1st week of August.  Bring this time period back to your chapters to see when will be best
