Bylaws

-Suggestion to have a point system regarding attendance; needs to be voted on.

-voting members (sec. 4). suggestion to have and alternate member represent and vote for their organization.

-earlier agenda

-change sec. 4 to remove the limitation on voting representation (as long as member voting is sworn in)

-one vote per chapter

-2 members to attend meetings from each chapter (president, rep)

Point System

-early planned schedule (at least 3 weeks before the event) from MGC so all chapters can work around that schedule

-constitution: each org to attend 80% of events, or else be put on probation for MGC member status

-suggestion: MGC eboard to send all dates and finalize the schedule
-Eboard to talk to Cathy Steward and enforce the probationary system.

-Add probationary system to bylaws.

-MGC eboard needs to be more accountable.

-any MGC eboard member failing to show up at meetings would affect that individual’s organization’s points.

-talk to Cathy Steward to find out our rights as organizations under MGC so that we would know what we’d lose if we were to be put on probationary status.

-Does 80% attendance at events only require 1 member from each organization?

Also take into consideration the amount of people on each organization’s active roster to accommodate all organizations

Include a section of mandatory events in the bylaws.

Decision to have elections for next year’s officers early (before the last week of  March) so that new officers can gain more experience with their position.

requirements for officers:
-Eboard: at least one year of active attendance at MGC meetings/events OR having served a previous MGC position.

-officers: at least one semester of active attendance at MGC meetings/events.

Vote to change the constitution to add directors of rush, internal relations, external relations, philanthropy, and banquet as positions to be voted for in March.
