VI. Constitution
VI. Jason prepared a new draft of the constitution (11/5) to be voted on.  Changes to the presented constitution are as follows:

VI. Art. IV, Sec. C, Part 1: Notice of special meetings must be communicated at least 7 days prior to the date of the meeting (V.N.,Ri.G.).

VI. Art. V, Sec. D, Part 2 and Art. V, Sec. E, Part 2: spelling corrections for “Vice-President” and “community”
VI. Bylaws
VI. Forms to accompany Bylaws were presented to the board.  Voting took place on those Sections which did not pass at the earlier Bylaws meeting.  Changes to the previous bylaw draft were considered and voted on.  Changes to the bylaws draft are as follows:

VI. Sec 5.2 was passed with these new changes: The Chapter Representative “Must fall under active classes of membership…”

VI. Sec 5.9 was not passed.

VI. Sec. 5.15 was passed.

VI. Regarding Sections 8.3, 8.4, and 10.1 “Culture Show” will now be replaced with “Cultural Event”.

VI. Sec. 9.5 was passed.
VI. Sec. 10.1 was passed, noting that “Homecoming” event is changed to “Homecoming Week” and that “The finalized dates for all MGC events will be presented to the Council prior to the semester for which the events are planned.”

VI. Sec. 10.2 was modified to say “Supporting Organizations are required to submit their Calendar of Events for the upcoming semester no later than the First General MGC meeting of that semester.”

VI. Motion to table Article XI until the proposed Points System is voted in (R.C., N.F.)

VII. New Business
VII. Mid-Year Expo
VII. Mid-Year Expo for incoming students will be on (12/9/03) and (1/7/04).  There will be about 300 new students and this would be a great opportunity to get people interested in MGC.

VII. Motion to make tabling at Mid-Year Expo a mandatory event. (S.S.,E.O.)  Suggestion that the tabling will be split up into 30 minute shifts.  12/9 will be optional and 1/7 will be mandatory for all organizations.  Motion passed.

VII. MGC Point System
VII. Motion to vote in a point system to set a minimum requirement of points for each chapter (E.O.,S.S.).
VII. Discussion follows concerning attendance requirements at certain events (ex: 50% of the chapter versus 10 members).  The banquet might be too costly for a required percentage of most orgs to attend.
VII. Eboard points distribution was also discussed.  Point rewards shouldn’t count for the Eboard; it’s not fair to those chapters with no officers.  Too many points would be distributed in an unfair way.

VII. Motion to table voting on the Point System until the next general meeting (11/19) (S.S.,R.C.)  Point System voting is tabled.

VII. In-N-Out Fundraiser
VII. We must pick a day for the fundraiser.  Suggestions: Thursday (11/20, the day of the UCLA rally) or Wednesday (12/3).  11/20 would be good because there would already be a lot of people on campus for the rally.  12/3 might be hard because it’s already near the end of the semester.
VII. To recap, we would owe In-N-Out either $1000 or 75% of our earnings, whichever amount is greater.  We would probably price the meals (burger, chips, drink) at about $5.95.  We would start after Carl’s Jr. closes (about 7 or 8pm) and would try to have the truck by McCarthy Quad.  We’d have the truck for 1 ½ hours; In-N-Out charges $100 for every extra ½ hour after that.

VII. This is intended to be a fundraiser, as well as a promotion event for MGC.

VII. It is decided that we will shoot for Thursday (11/20) as our primary target date for the In-N-Out fundraiser.  If we don’t get that date, then we’d hold off on this fundraiser until next semester.
