Transcription to write on board:

Toki Toki yahamimena (repeat 3 times)
weleshkima nishuyahamimena (repeat 2 times)
Toki Toki...(continue as above)
First set of questions to write on board and have small group discussion:
Why does no one speaks her language?

(Tell them as I write the question, linguists have documented that some languages have gone extinct in three generations) 

 Why do you think a language becomes extinct - use examples of people you know.  

(Also available internet, science book, social studies book).

Second set of questions:

What could the song be about? 

 [Teacher introduces this question and says perhaps it’s about her wanting to get off the island, perhaps it’s about what she sees on the main land, or a lullaby?]

If she was singing this song alone on an island or with her family or with the new people she met how would it be different? Would it be different?

Quickly jot down a list of the things this song might be about.

Third set of questions/activities:

Using the list of what this song might be about sing the lone woman’s song to each other in ways (using tone, pitch, emphasis) that would show different emotions.  Use gestures to tell your story along with variation in sounds.  [Teacher gives an example of singing the song happy- about the dogs, wagging her tail ( & Sad about leaving the island looking and gesturing off in the distance].
